· Using information from research the students will create a pamphlet about their country – in the sense of a travel brochure (will have 2 class periods to work on this and will have to finish at home)
· On the due date each student will do an oral presentation with artifacts (pictures, maps, etc) to “promote” their country (students can have a “buddy” help with presentation

	I have used the UDL perspective when designing this lesson to meet the needs of students.  With my ESOL student I am using multiple strategies, programs and technologies (iSpeech) to help with comprehension, vocabulary and the writing.  With my visual impaired student I had tech support install the virtual magnifier on certain computers so that she can be able to do online research with more support.  I also download some new graphic organizers to use with all students from the site Exploratree.  Certain students who have organizational problem I used Bubbl.us with them to help them plan out their information and research.
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
