Video Reflection

After reviewing my video I did notice that my head was cut off a few times.  I had a hard time placing camera in the room so that a majority of the room was able to be seen during the video since I had no help recording.  

Not every student participated in answering story questions.  I made note after the lesson and will be sure to call on them during the next lesson (Students:  Jailian G, Kyle, Mykhi, Aaron).

The students answered my question very well.  Many of the students used some very good vocabulary and made some really good connections.  Next time I need to talk a bit more about the connection to our rules (I didn’t mention it as much as I had thought I was going to)

As an extension when I use this lesson again, if I have more time or next class period after review of story I would have students complete a BCR using an example from the story and tell how it relates to our classroom/school rules (using details and explanation).

I did have one student who had some behavior issues numerous times throughout the lesson which is a common occurrence with this student.  The student had to remove himself to the back for a time and get himself together.  Upon returning he still had some issues.  He was placed on yellow on the PBIS chart and didn’t receive his stamp and points.  I also privately conferenced with him about his behavior.
